6.7 Lighting Strategy

Crinnis Promenade and Shorthorn Boardwalks

6.7.20 To maintain good views out to sea (and also subdue the impact of
views into the development) the lighting at the Promenade has all
been concealed within architectural details in adjacent structure,

6.7.21 A pelmet detail has been created beneath the balustrade cap of the
secondary sea wall, to wash light down the vertical surface of the
wall and onto the footway adjacent.

6.7.22 The boardwalk shall be illuminated from discrete points of light, to
delineate the route, assist with orientation and perhaps graze light
across the wooden adjacent deck.

6.7.23 To reduce the impact (both visually and in terms of electrical
infrastructure and energy required) these could be solar powered
marker lights.

6.7.24 If an increased level of light is required locally - discrete lanterns
could be provided at a regular spacing along the boardwalk | to
provide some visual interest and wash light across the deck surface
adjacent.

6.7.25 The lanterns could contain decorative shades or glare shields which
minimise the visual impact when viewed from a distance.

6.7.26 The lighting on Shorthorn should aim to create a sense of privacy
and quiet suitable for a residential area.

6.7.27 After dark, the area should be subtly punctuated by only a few areas
of feature lighting helping to create a sense of place.

6.7.28 Lighting equipment will be low level in these areas.

6.7.29 Low level lighting is integrated in walls and level changes. Apartment
numbers are discreetly lit.

6.7.30 These areas are not overly illuminated - utilising the controlled light
spill from adjacent properties to assist with orientation.

7.0 Access

7.1 Introguetion

The access context of the site was set out in section 2. The agreed
objectives for the site include the following related to access:

Objective 1: To be sustainable
Objective 8: Good public access and access for all

Other objectives contain implications for accessibility in its widest
meaning, for example that the development should be a benefit for
the local area.

This section describes the proposals for access that have been
identified and will be incorporated into detailed design including
vehicle arrival, car parking, servicing strategy, cycle routes,
pedestrian access, the existing Right of Way and inclusive design.

Carlyon Bay is open to the public providing access to all which will
include improvements to access to the cliff top at the eastern end
of Polgaver and the western end to Crinnis. An increased visitor
parking provision as a separate planning application forms part of
the general enhancements to public access.

Objective 1is met by the provision of a number of means of
sustainable travel as outlined in chapter 7.6.

Within the first point of access will be the reception/drop-off area,
from where service access will be available. All other roads within
the site will be shared access, with priority for pedestrians and
cyclists.

There will be a single route between the reception area and
Shorthorn. Access is to residential properties, emergency access
to Shorthorn and Polgaver together with permissive access to boat
trailers deliverings dinghis to Polgaver.

The development with its associated uses will be serviced via a
service yard to the rear of the development away from the public
realm.

A service yard approximately 16 m in depth and 20 m wide will
allow service vehicles to reverse in off the access road and will
provide sufficient capacity to accommuodate 2 no. 12 m long rigid
service vehicles and 3 no. 8 m long box type vans at any one time.

This level of capacity within the service areas will be more than
adequate to accommodate the likely service vehicle demand at any
one time.

In the highly unlikely event a 16.5 m length articulated lorry requires
access, the size of service area in addition to the access road will
allow this size of vehicle to manoeuwre safely in and out of the
service area using the combined access road/service area depth of
some 20 m.

The central refuse area, the energy centre and storage facilities are
located in close proximity to the service yard accordingly.

7.3 Car Parking

There will be a maximum of 840 parking spaces across the site
with additional parking spaces provided at the top car park. Acar
parking space breakdown for the illustrative mastemlan is given
below:

+  Cliff top car park (157 spaces, not included in this application)
+  Temporary arrivals parking area (20 spaces)

*+  Undercroft parking area on Crinnis (670 spaces)

*»  Shorthom basement car park (120 spaces)

+  Shorthom informal parking spaces (30 spaces)

Visitors can park their car in the visitor car park at the top of the
cliff. As part of a separate planning application at least 157 visitor
parking spaces will be provided within the top car park. 10 of the
above parking spaces are designed to mobility standards.

A shuttle bus service will be provided, which may also be
supplemented by a ramped bridge that connects to the buildings at
the western end of Crinnis with lift provision down to podium level.

At arrivals 20 temporary parking spaces are provided for visitors
and arriving holidaymakers during their enquiry at the arrivals
information centre for a permanent parking spaces during their stay.

On Crinnis car parking areas will be segregated from residents and
visitors through use of undercroft parking areas. Residents will

be allocated a parking space close to the neighbourhood in which
they reside. There are two naturally ventilated basement car parks
to the west and the north of Crinnis with a central mechanically
ventilated car park which will also provide limited parking for staff.

The masterplan shows a shared use route on the podium. It will
be a matter for the managers of the mixed-use development to
determine, but during quieter periods, there may be an opportunity
to park near propetties on the deck.

Parking spaces will also be allocated for use by a Car Club, using
hybrid/electric vehicles. Specific spaces with hook ups for electric
vehicles will be provided and an area will also be set aside for staff
use and customers of the restaurants and bars.

On Shorthorn parking spaces will be provided in a variety of
locations;

* naturally ventilated basement car park underneath cliff buildings
* informal parking spaces in dedicated bays set back from road

+ garages or undercrofts of houses/ apartments

+ adjacent to some dune front houses

Overall up to 150 car parking spaces are allocated on Shorthom.

7.4 Pedestrian, Cycle Routes and Rights of Way

! = Poole passes the site at cliff top level, with an existing connection to
' Crinnis via the access road. Itis proposed to provide a connection
to Polgaver via a proposed set of steps at Fishing Point.

742 Thesiteitself is permeated by pedestrian routes, with specific
corridors identified to provide links between the rear of the site and
the beach and across the site from west to east.

743  Cyclists are also catered for at the site with cycle parking available
throughout Crinnis and a cycle hire scheme is proposed.

7.4.4 From the top of the site there is easy access to a designated cycle
route (National Route 3) and the Clay Trails.

2 7.45  Carlyon Bay is open to the public. A public Right of Way exists
along Beach Road and past the old Coliseum car park and building
as shown in figure 7.5. An extension of the south-east end of
the Right of Way across the beach to MHW has been applied for.
Cornwall Council has accepted a Definitive Map Modification Order
Application which is currently under review. The applicant has
already provided a permissive route.

746  Theillustrative masterplan accommodates the horizontal alignment
of the Right of Way. The intention is to align the Right of Way with
the podium level at +9.1m AOD.

7.47  The current alignment of the Right of Way is not affected by this
Hybrid Planning Application. In due course a detailed masterplan
proposal will be developed which will contain details of the path
such as the width and the surface treatment.

7.4.8 As part ofthe Reserved Matters Application subsequent to the
Outline Part of this Hybrid Planning Application the applicant will
seek to secure the diversion of this path by a Section 257 Order
under the T&C Planning Act.

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7.0 Access

7.5 Inclusive Access

Great importance is placed on full accessibility of the whole
development. The illustrative masterplan demonstrates the level of
commitment of the applicant towards inclusivity of all abilities.

The design team is supportive of Restormel Borough Council
Local Plan Policy 48 ensuring access for people with restricted
mobility and sensory disabilities throughout the development. All
ramps and stepped access are designed to be fully compliant with
Approved Document M of the Building Regulations and BS 8300.

The illustrative masterplan more than exceeds the minimum
requirements set out in the above mentioned legislation and
guidance with all public routes more than adequate in width and
change of level.

Wherever possible within site constraints the illustrative masterplan
provides level access. Where a change in level cannot be
avoided, platform lifts of suitable sizes for wheelchairs or ramps in
combination with stepped access will be provided.

Where site constraints did not allow for the standard design
approach, alternative means will accommodate the needs of the
less able. For example the change of level between the cliff top car
park (approx. +30m AOD) to the podium (+9.1m AOD) would not
allow for normal ramp access either a shuttle bus senvice, land train
or the construction of a bridge and lift core between the car park
and the podium will be provided.

The development includes 42 disabled parking spaces for visitors,
residents and staff which constitues 5% of the overall car parking
space numbers in line with local planning policy.

For ease of disabled access the disabled parking in the top car
park (10 spaces) may be relocated into the undercroft, providing 52
spaces in total.
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
